For the Applicant/Registrant/Appellant who is not an Applicant for .pk Tld Domain Names from PKNIC (directly or indirectly), such Appeal hereby submits to the jurisdiction of the Pakistan Office of the DNDRC to administer and arbitrate the domain name dispute proceedings referred to in this Appeal.

The Respondent agrees that recommendation of DNDRC shall be final and binding on the Respondent. However, the recommendation of DNDRC under this paragraph will be non-binding on PKNIC and enforcement or implementation will be at the discretion of PKNIC.
